This document is required to be filed when a judgment is taken by default so that the Court may notify the defendant of the 
entry of the default judgment. 

The Servicemembers Civil Relief Act, 50 U.S.C. App. 501 et seq, passed December 19, 2003, requires the plaintiff in any 
civil proceeding in which the defendant does not make an appearance to file with the court an affidavit (A) stating 
whether or not the defendant is in military service and showing necessary facts to support the affidavit; or (B) if the 
plaintiff is unable to determine whether or not the defendant is in military service, stating that the plaintiff is unable to 
determine whether or not the defendant is in military service.   

PENALTY FOR MAKING OR USING A FALSE AFFIDAVIT:  A person who makes or uses a military status 
affidavit, or statement, declaration, verification, or certificate, knowing it to be false, shall be fined as provided in Title 18, 
United States Code, or imprisoned for not more than one year, or both. 

Costs for an attorney ad litem may be assessed against the plaintiff as costs of court unless otherwise ordered by the court.
